OVERVIEW
It is our priority to provide members and visitors with the best playing conditions possible and with this in mind the Committee and the Head Greenkeeper have decided that the following policies will be adhered to.

FROST GREENS

Under frosty conditions the summer greens will be closed and we will be utilising frost greens. As soon as it is deemed that the frost has thawed by the greenstaff the summer greens will be re-opened. A document can be viewed in the clubhouse that outlines the damage that can be done by playing of frozen greens.

WINTER MATS

As the ground conditions deteriorate the teeing positions will be moved on to a mixture of winter mats and alternative grass tees. We will of course be trying to keep the golf course as challenging as possible. It is important that we do this to allow the tees to be free from wear and help with their recovery into the start of next years playing season.

WINTER FAIRWAY MATS

As with the previous two winters we will be operating a policy by which all play through the winter period will be from winter fairway mats. All members and visitors are advised that any person seen to not be playing from a winter fairway mat will be asked to leave the course. Our policy of using winter fairway mats is now an extremely popular one with many local clubs and one that is extremely beneficial to the fairways come the beginning of the summer months.
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
